(2) the enforcement, against the debtor or against property of the estate, of a judgment obtained before the commencement of the case under this title;


(3) any act to obtain possession of property of the estate or of property from the estate;


(4) any act to create, perfect, or enforce any lien against property of the estate;


(5) any act to create, perfect, or enforce against property of the debtor any lien, to the extent that such lien secures a claim that arose before the commencement of the case under this title;


(6) any act to collect, assess, or recover a claim against the debtor that arose before the commencement of the case under this title;


(7) the set-off of any debt owing to the debtor that arose before the commencement of the case under this title against the debtor, and


(8) the commencement or continuation of a proceeding before the United States Tax Court concerning the debtor."
